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A summer of walking tours in Allentown

Everyone interested in local history and architecture will
find their appetites stimulated and satisfied by an ambitious
selection of walking tours being offered this season in
Allentown.

On view are such sites as the childhood homes of cele-
brated writer F. Scott Fitzgerald, noted actress Katherine
Cornell, and the Arts and Crafts home built by Charles
Rolfs for his wife, Anna Katharine Green, ground-breaking
author of murder mysteries.

Enjoy the beauty of Allentown’s small parks and his-
toric landmarks, and hear tales of ghosts associated with
some of Buffalo’s oldest houses.

The busy schedule of walking tours has been arranged
by the Allentown Association, the Theodore Roosevelt In-
augural Site and Manson Winfield’s Haunted History Inc.
Reservations are not necessary.

The Allentown Association is sponsoring two-hour
walking tours Saturday mornings and two Friday evenings.
The cost is $8, $6 for Allentown Association Members. The
schedule:

- Saturdays June 7 and Aug. 30, 10 a.m. Irving Place
and Park St. starting at the corner of Irving Place and Allen
St.

- Friday, June 20, 7 p.m., Victorian pocket parks, Ar-
lington and Days Parks, starting at North and College Sts.

- Friday, June 27, at 7 p.m. and Saturday, Aug. 23, at
10 a.m. North St. and Arlington Park, starting at North
and College Sts.

- Saturday, Aug. 2, 10 a.m., Mariner and Park Sts.,
starting at Mariner and North Sts.

Tours of Kleinhans Music Hall’s interior and exterior,
also sponsored by the Allentown Association, will be held
Saturdays July 12 and Sept. 6, starting at 10 a.m. at the
Chopin statue, Symphony Circle. The two-hour tours will
cost $10.

Walking tours of Allentown’s highlights will be held on
Mondays from June 30 through Aug. 25 at 10 a.m., spon-
sored by the Theodore Roosevelt Inaugural Site, and will

last two hours. The cost is $6, $4 for TR site members.

The tours will begin at the Theodore Roosevelt site (Wilcox
Mansion), 641 Delaware Ave. , and will be held June 30,
July 7, 14, 21, 28; and Aug. 4, 11, 18 and 25.

Allentown Ghost Walk tours on Friday evenings from
July 11 through October are sponsored by Haunted History
Inc. and will last one-and-a-half hours. The cost is $10 for
adults, $5 for children. The starting point is Allen Street
Hardware Café, 245 Allen St.

They will be held July 11, 18, 25; Aug. 1, 8, 15, 22, 29;
Sept. 5, 12, 19, 26; and Oct. 3, 10, 17, and 24.

In between the guided walking tours, free events will
provide additional opportunities to see many of Allen-
town’s most interesting attractions at no cost.

Many Allentown gardens are included in the self-
guided Garden Walk Saturday, July 26, and Sunday, July
27, from 10 a.m. to 4 p.m. The tour is free. Maps showing
participating gardens are available for $5 at 14 Allen St.

The 51st annual Allentown Art Festival, sponsored by
the Allentown Village Society, and the ninth annual Allen
West Festival, sponsored by the Allentown Association,
will be held June 14 and 15 from 11 a.m. to 6 p.m. Metro
Polis Realty is prime corporate sponsor of Allen
West.Volunteers are needed!

Allentown’s eastern edge — along Main St. — is the sore
thumb most in need of attention. That was the message
from participants at a planning session focusing on improv-
ing Allentown.

The session was called by planning consultants for the
Buffalo Niagara Medical Campus working on plans to im-
prove infrastructure for the medical campus and the adja-
cent areas of Allentown and the Fruit Belt. About 40 Allen-
towners attended the meeting April 16 in the Hamlin
House.

The planning firm of Sasaki Associates of Boston has
been hired by the medical campus and is working with the
Allentown Association to prepare a plan for infrastructure
improvements for which public funding will be sought.

After discussions in small groups, a representative of
each group presented its views to all participants. Several
focused on the Main St. edge of Allentown, its border with
the medical campus.

“Main St. is the worst part. Buildings are crying for de-
velopment,” said Daniel Culross. “The campus doesn’t
blend into Allentown and vice versa,” he added, suggesting
housing and retail development within the campus.

Making it easier for pedestrians to cross Main St., better
and more uniform lighting, bike lanes and more on-street
parking, were also suggested by his group.

Representatives of other groups agreed. Kelly Dixon
cited Main St. vacancies. “Main St. is the problem,” said
Gretchan Grobe, with “walkability and safety” an issue.

But Matthew Ryan, presenting his group’s comments,
said focus should be on the Allen St. commercial spine.

Although there has been considerable concern about bars
crowding out retail shops, “I think we’ve started to bring in
the right kind of retail,” he said.

Debbie Grine said there are fewer vacancies now on
Allen St., and a healthy dialogue has developed between
homeowners, business, and law enforcement. “A broader
mix of retail,” is still needed, she added.

Participants were of mixed minds about expansion of

“I think we need to embrace diversity and be inclu-
sive,” said Police Chief Donna M. Berry of B District, a
comment echoed by others.

The turnout and comments show “a strong commit
ment from the people who live and work here,” but “we
need your help” to get anything accomplished, Mark
Goldman told the consultants.

Kathryn Madden of Sasaki Associates said addi-
tional comments may be emailed to allentown@sasaki.

Preservation Board acts on park, School 46, hears Stillwater patio request

The Common Council has been asked to designate Elm-
wood Park and the adjacent School 46, the Adult Learning
Center, as a local landmark. The city Preservation Board has
recommended the designation and asked the council to
schedule a public hearing.

The Preservation Board, at its May 15 meeting, also re-
jected permission for an outdoor patio in the front of the
Stillwater Restaurant, 481-483 Delaware Ave., but left open
the possibility of an outdoor patio at the rear of the restau-
rant.

School 46, built in 1888-89 in Romanesque Revival style,
is the oldest school building still in use for education in Buf-
falo. It is a fine example of urban school architecture in the
late 19th century when buildings of quality materials and

construction and imposing size were first made available
for public education.

Elmwood Park has been green space since S. Elmwood
Ave. was built south of Virginia St. about 1918, and has
been restored and enhanced in the past eight years. It was
the site of the Buffalo Orphan Asylum from 1852 to 1912.

The landmark designation for the entire block bordered
by Virginia and Edward Sts. and S. Elmwood Ave. was
sought by the Allentown Association and would give an
additional level of protection to the city-owned site, al-
ready part of the Allentown Historic Protection District.

The Preservation Board designated a committee to con-

Repainting of the exterior, long ordered by city inspec-
tors, began in May. A deep red with black and cream trim
will replace the present gray, Gerhardt Yaskow, principal
owner, said.

Bricks collapse, repairs underway

Repairs are underway at three brick walls in Allentown
which partially collapsed during strong winds this spring.
Repairs are being made to masonry on the ElImwood

Ave. side of the Karpeles Manuscript Museum and Li-
brary’s North Hall where masonry collapsed as a result of
poor repairs made nine years ago, said Christopher Kelly,
museum director.

“We have found bricks made by the same manufac-
turer, Belden Brick Co. of Sugar Creek, Ohio, fired at the
same plant and produced from the same vein of clay as the
original 1911 bricks!,” he reported.

Additionally, bricks will be removed and reused during
the restoration which will include mitigate past design and
environmental problems, he added. The building is the
former First Church of Christ Scientist.

Restoration plans and brick samples may be seen during
normal museum hours. The Elmwood Ave. sidewalk will
remain closed until repairs are completed.

Repairs are also being made at masonry collapses at
260 Allen St. at Wadsworth St., site of Paw Prints by
Penny, and a wall on the south side of Virginia St. be-
tween Franklin St. and Virginia Place.

-- Harley, bartender, Sample: Explaining what brings my
old friend from college to bartend on a random weekday night
in Allentown, he says, “It is always steady here. Most places
you have to find the busy night to work. Here I make money
consistently.” I often tell people that the absolute best view in
Allentown is at that bar looking out the huge windows at the
scene that is Allen St. Better than most movies coming this

summer.
-- Scotty, bartender, Allen Street Hardware Café:
Discussing how many shots we’ve done, he says, “This
is the one bar I’ve ever worked at where I don’t have to
build the clientele. People just flock in here.” Point of
editorial reference, it was definitely Scotty that I dis-
cussed shots with [ know because that is always the first
and last thing I clearly remember any time I stop in.
The quote that I credit to him was actually from another
of his fellow bottle slingers and was passed on to me
second-hand by my friend and fellow board member
Wayne Parry. I didn’t catch the bartender’s name,
don’t think any of the above care about who gets credit
for the quote. If they do, I’ll gladly buy the next round.
-- Joanna Quarcini, owner, Eco Friendly Custom
Cleaners: As I walk in the conversation starts with her
welcoming me by name and grabbing my clothes before
I can even produce the claim tag. Business is good one
week, foot traffic is slow the next, disposable income
being tight puts pressure on her industry at times. Jo-
anna is one of my favorite people in this community.
Friendly, engaging, thoughtful, intelligent. 1 don’t even
know what she just charged me, but I know I’ll be back
in three weeks. Now that is how to run a business.
Whether you conduct business in Allentown, reside
here or both, all of the above is the result of a neighbor-
hood in which we all coexist.

A few weeks later, he said, “I didn’t anticipate my
business growing so quickly. I may end up using the whole
space as | add more employees.”

Comand Solutions provides programming and software
development, design of custom websites including intranets
(private websites with access limited to internal use), extra-
nets (private space externally accessible, for a company’s
customers, for instance.)

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Volunteers plant nine trees, three others illegally cut down

Nine saplings provided by Re-Tree WNY were
planted by volunteers in every corner of Allentown in
early May.

But about the same time, three mature Norway ma-
ples were illegally removed from the city-owned right of
way in front of 118-126 Cottage St. by a contractor hired
by the property owner. The city issued a summons May
13 and is seeking appropriate retribution to address the
problem. While great effort is being put forth to “re-tree”
the city, someone is negating the effort. To replace the
annual benefits that just one of the trees removed, about
40 new trees need to be planted.

The trees were provided as part of the Re-Tree WNY
efforts started in 2006 by about 40 Western New Yorkers
who saw first-hand the devastation done to the region
— our beautiful trees — and decided to take action to re-
forest every public area that was destroyed by the freak
Oct. 12-13 snowstorm.

The mission is the same as the name: Re-Tree WNY is
working on this project as a five-year plan with a goal to
replace the approximately 30,000 trees in Western New
York that were damaged or destroyed.

The project includes coordinated efforts by the city

Public Works Department, DIG-SAFELY-NY, and Re-Tree
WNY, along with numerous community groups such as the
Allentown Association, other non-profit groups, and con-
cerned citizens.

The volunteers picked up the bare-root trees, all decidu-
ous varieties, and installed them in spots marked as eligible
in the city’s right-of-way. The cost of the trees was picked
up by grants from National Grid and the city. Although the
trees are established and have good root systems, they will
still need to be watered on a weekly basis until winter, and
then again from spring until fall 2009.

The benefits of trees are great. They help building own-
ers conserve energy, protect air and water quality, increase
property values, make businesses more profitable, lower
crime rates, provide acoustic and visual privacy, and provide
the foundation for healthy and active gathering spaces for all
creatures. We’re planning on a very substantial planting
again this fall (2008), after the removal of more stumps and
other obstacles. We need you to get involved! Do you know
of a great location for a tree?

Elizabeth Deichman, a resident of 20 North Pearl St.
for 42 years, will be sadly missed, not only by her
neighbors, but by friends, colleagues, and fellow volun-
teers throughout Allentown and Western New Y ork.

Born Elizabeth Squire in 1928, Beth Deichman gradu-
ated in 1956 from the University of Buffalo’s occupa-
tional therapy program’s first graduating class. She held
the title of fellow of the American Occupational Therapy
Association. In 1969, she co-founded Potentials Develop-
ment with colleague Mary Kirchhofer; the company they
developed was entirely staffed by people over 50 and pro-
vided specialty publications and services to help geriatric
workers and their clients.

Beth Deichman was a dedicated volunteer for a num-
ber of organizations, most notably Meals on Wheels, the
Theodore Roosevelt Inaugural Site, Garden Walk Buffalo,
and, of course, the Allentown Association. Her home was
featured in “Secrets of Allentown” on several occasions
and was always a highlight of the house tour, as, attired in
Victorian garb, she would personally speak to all the at-
tendees. I interviewed her about “Secrets” in 2001, and

she commented, “I’m proud of the house and I’'m pleased to
be here in historic Allentown. People should see what it’s
like to live in the city.”

Beth Deichman and her husband Henry (who died in
1996) bought their house in 1966; they were only the third
family to live in the house since it was built in 1865. Well-
versed in the history of her house, she handed out flyers
every Garden Walk explaining how the structure was origi-
nally built for David Clark, a cooper (barrel maker), and de-
scribing the many additions to the house that were made dur-
ing the 19th century.

To her neighbors on North Pearl, Beth Deichman was a
warm friend. An entertaining raconteur, she attended almost
every block club event, right up to her death. In fact, just be-
fore she died, she wrote and published a book on her house,
as seen from the unusual perspective of her cats.

When explaining the need for the Potentials Develop-
ment project, she said, "Health suffers greatly when love,
useful activity, and respect are missing in anyone's life.” Cer-
tainly, those three qualities were never missing from her life
and must in some way account for how long, healthy, and
productive her tenure on this earth was. We will miss her.

As a prominent artery in and out of the Kleinhans, Ar-
lington Park, and Days Park neighborhoods, the northern
end of Wadsworth Street lacks any information telling driv-
ers and pedestrians that they have entered our local and na-
tional historic district. The sign would add to the efforts of
neighborhood beautification and act as a way finding device
for visitors to Allentown.
